1. (1) These rules may be called The Uttar Pradesh Recuritment of Dependants
Commencement  of Government Servants Dying in Harness (Ninth Amendment) Rules, 2011,

(2) They shall come into force at once.

2. In the Uttar Pradesh Recruitment of Dependants of Govmment Servants
Dying in Harness Rules, 1974, in rule 2, for existing clause (c) set out in column I
below, the clause as set out in column 2 shall be substituted, namely :—

(C) “family” shall include . the
following relations of the deceased

(1) wife or husband;

(iii)  unmarried and  widowed

(iv) ummarried brothers, unmarried
sisters and widowed mother dependent on
the deceased Government servant, if the
deccased Govermment  servant = was
unmarried:
